Opera: Le Carnaval des Animaux

Friday and Saturday, January 8 and January 9 at 7PM
Did you know that MHSA is the only high school in Wisconsin that has an opera program?
That is only one of the reasons why you should attend the opera this weekend.

Le Carnaval des Animaux (The Carnival of the Animals) is a musical suite of fourteen
movements by the French Romantic composer Camille Saint-Saens. Saint Saens (1835-1921)
was a gifted pianist who composed Le Carnaval in February 1886 during a vacation in a small
village in Austria. The original score was for a chamber group. Today it is most often
performed with a full orchestra of strings. Because he was concerned that the piece cast him
in a frivolous light, he allowed one movement, Le Cygne, (the swan) to be published in his
lifetime. Upon his death, Saint-Sa‘ ns provided that the suite could be published.

Noyes Fludde, (Noah’s Flood) by English composer Benjamin Britten, isa late 16™ century
play that tellsthe story of Noah@ Ark. Britten set it to music in 1957. Britten frequently
based his work on the conflict between a simple man and corrupt society and thistheme is
dramatically present in Noye's Fludde. The innocence of children and animals are in contrast
to the wickedness in this society which God destroysin the flood.
